PART IVc.  SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTIONS

9. Served as Officer in Charge of one M60D Door-Gunnery (Ground) and two M2 .50 Cal. MG Ranges in support of TF Knightmare and TF Dragon.  The highly successful ranges resulted in 100% familiarized and qualified.

10. Assumed Command of D Co. 2-501st Avn on numerous occasions in the absence of the Commander and ensured that the unit and all of it’s missions were successful.

11. Assumed the duties of the Production Control Officer on numerous occasions during his absence, providing the continuity needed for the mission to continue.

12. Successfully completed a 100% Change of Command Inventory of the entire unit, to include barracks furnishings, with the commander, to facilitate the splitting of the forward and rear property books for deployment.

13. Assumed Command of D Co. 2-501st Avn (Rear) for eight months and took responsibility for all Unit Supply Actions and approving authority for all high-priority “02” & “AOG” requests.

14. Performed the duties of the D Co. 2-501st Avn (Rear) Property Book Officer (PBO) without any prior training and maintained 100% accountability. As the PBO, was responsible for 3 separate property books accounting for 2.4 Million Dollars worth of real property. Accountable for all Lateral Transfers In and Out of Property Book, which changed 26 separate lines of equipment valued in excess of 335K dollars. Managed excess property and turned in 11 lines of unnecessary equipment valued in excess of 169K dollars.

15. Has served as the Commander and Subject Matter Expert (SME) on Aircraft Maintenance Facilities for the renovation of the unit’s hangar roof and fire protection systems.  Has championed the needs of the unit throughout the initial requests, concept, design, and contract negotiations for a second renovation of the hangar’s interior.  Has ensured that numerous errors and unsatisfactory issues were brought to light at each meeting and corrected.  Displayed tremendous fortitude under great pressure from contractors and engineers, and refused to accept an unsatisfactory roof design.  Proactively saw the need for a roof design that would accept a track-mounted hoist, at a height that would allow for maintenance on all army aircraft.  After successfully negotiating two separate renovations, through to approval, I am following through on a third request for renovation of the hangar’s parking area.

16. Attended and graduated the USAREUR Publications Course.

17. Reviewed and rewrote the Publications SOP, resulting in a unique and innovative Publications SOP, which has resulted in an efficient, low maintenance, publications support system.  Performed a comprehensive publications review that has reduced 318 subscriptions, which were excess and outdated. Updated the unit subscriptions to the most current publications, reducing a cumbersome and aging stock.

18. Was called upon by the 102nd Signal Battalion’s Publications Control Officer to teach the UPUBS class because of the loss of the DA civilian instructor.  UPUBS is the USAREUR internet-based publications ordering system. The 102nd designed the class to support all users within the 104th Area Support Group.  Despite the fact that this was the first time the class had ever been taught, I used my training and experience to set a high standard for the content and teaching of UPUBS.  I was the instructor for three iterations (3 months). 

19. Attended and graduated the Defense Packaging Of Hazardous Materials For Transportation (HAZ12) Course.

20. Personally inspected, marked, and placarded and signed the “Shipper's Declaration for Dangerous Goods” for all of the hazardous materials shipped to Kosovo for the TF Knightmare 2A deployment.
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21. Attended and graduated the Base Support Battalion Hazardous Waste Management Class.

22. As the Environmental Compliance Officer, prepared the unit for the Base Support Battalion Environmental Compliance Assessment System (ECAS) Inspection resulting in all areas passing inspection.
