MISSION:

Conduct re-arm/refuel operations at FARP __________.  Safely load all aircraft with required ammunition loads within preset time limits in order for aircraft to meet set launch times.

SAFETY:   

Safety is paramount in all training operations and activities.  This includes FARP operations.  A factor in determining the success of  FARP operations is no soldier injuries and damage to aircraft or equipment. Safety will be discussed throughout this brief.  Remember though, any soldier who sees an unsafe act can call a cease-fire at any time.

UNIFORM:

1.  Flightsuits or BDU’s with LCE, Helmet, and Protective Mask,  Soldiers will have hearing and eye protection.  FARP Helmets are preferred for use on the FARP.

a.  Soldiers will wear their LCE, Helmet, and Protective Mask when arriving or departing the FARP AREA to include going to the authorized smoking area.

b.  Soldiers will wear their protective mask at all times while at the FARP. 

c.  While on the Re-arm line sleeves will be down at all times.  Hearing/eye eye protection will be worn if ANY aircraft engines are running to include APU.  Any battery operated devices (watches/flashlights) are prohibited when handling ammunition.  (Safety NCOs/Officers may have brick radios but must not be in the immediate vicinity of ammunition.)

GENERAL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
SAFETY 

THE PAD CHIEF IS IN CHARGE OF THE PAD.  ALL PERSONNEL IN AND AROUND THAT PAD, TO INCLUDE THE AIRCREW, WILL TAKE THEIR DIRECTIONS FROM THE PAD CHIEF.

1.  All aircraft on the FARP are considered loaded.  Personnel will not walk in front of any weapon system at any time.

2.  Ammunition of any type is dangerous and must be handled with care.  The following will

     apply:

a.  Any 30mm round with a damaged casing or puncture will be reported to a Safety NCO/Officer for evaluation and possible removal from the FARP.

b.  Any 2.75 rocket that is dropped from any distance, appears damaged, or has a puncture will be reported to Safety NCO/Officer for possible removal from the FARP. 

c.  Hellfire missiles are required to be checked for proper seeker operation after loading.  Pad Chiefs will minimize the number of personnel in the pad area prior to performing Hellfire seeker operational checks.  Personnel will not look directly into the hand-held laser simulator.

3.  All FARP personnel will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not.

4.  Aircrews are instructed not to transmit on radios while at the FARP.  Report any transmissions to the Safety NCO/Officer.

5.  Ammunition containers, up/down loaders and other FARP equipment are heavy and some require a two-person lift.  If you can not safely move something get help.

6.  All normal safety precautions for performing maintenance on aircraft still apply when performing re-arm or maintenance on the FARP.

7.  No Smoking in the FARP.  The only authorized smoking area is outside the fence in the area around the guard shack.

SAFETY IS EVERY SOLDIERS CONCERN AND RESPONSIBILITY
RE-FUEL / RE-ARM PAD PROCEDURES
1.  Aircraft arrive at Pad  SAFETY (personnel will not ground guide aircraft to pad)

2.  Anti-Collision Lights (OFF)  Pilots are required to safe all armament switches prior to turning off the Anti-Collision Lights.  SAFETY ( do not approach aircraft until the anti-collision lights have been turned off)

3.  Grounding cable / wheel chalks / and ejector rack safety pins are installed.  Pad Chief establishes wing commo with crew  to determine if any problems exist and/or receive 3x5 card with ammunition load for that aircraft.  SAFETY ( All FARP personnel will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not.)

4.  Pad Chief and Armament Team will safe aircraft:  SAFETY ( Armament personnel moving in and around aircraft will not walk in from of any weapon system.  ALL WEAPONS ARE CONSIDERED LOADED ON THE FARP)

a.  download Hellfire missiles

b.  download 2.75 rockets

c.  disconnect M230 gun cannon plug.

d.  perform stray current checks

3.  Pad Chief will direct 3-5 personnel in to re-fuel as required.  SAFETY ( 3-5 personnel moving around pads will not walk in from of any weapon system and will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not. ) 

  ALL WEAPONS ARE CONSIDERED LOADED ON THE FARP) 
4.  As Aircraft is being re-fueled on the right side, personnel can up-load the M230 gun on the aircraft’s left side. SAFETY( All FARP personnel will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not.)  SAFETY ( Personnel will insure the M230 gun cannon plug is not connected. ) SAFETY ( Ammunition containers and up/down loaders are heavy and may require a two person lift. )

5.  Upon completion of M230 gun upload the rounds counter will be set.

6.  After completion of M230 gun upload the Armament Team will begin upload of the left side rockets.  Team members will insure that all rockets are seated. SAFETY (Rocket grounding rings must not be removed until the rocket is ready to slide into the tube. The rings are designed to slide off as the rocket is inserted into the tube.  The grounding rings are FOD and must be secured after loading)  SAFETY ( Load all rockets from inboard tubes to outboard tubes so as not to place yourself in front of the system. )  SAFETY (When seating the rockets at the rear of the Pod do not position yourself behind the Pod. )

7.  Armament Team will move to right side of aircraft and upon completion of aircraft re-fueling will load 2.75 rockets. SAFETY ( All FARP personnel will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not. )

8.  Pad Chief will inform aircrew of the upload with quantity and type in each zone.  He will direct the crew to perform a rocket inventory and make any adjustments to the rockets as required.

9.  { Hellfire Missile Loading If required } Pad Chief will:

a.  Open and inspect missile for damage, shotgun pin alignment and the required forms and records.  Enter the required information on the Missile Firing Report and give the form to the aircrew for completion after firing.

b.  Direct the Armament Team to begin loading on the designated launcher rails left side first. SAFETY ( Load missiles from inboard rails to outboard rails. )  SAFETY  ( Hellfire missiles require a two person lift and loading.)  CAUTION  (Personnel must be careful not to handle the missile by the steering fins as they may cause damage.  Personnel must protect the seeker head from damage and not place their hands on the seeker head)

c.  Pad Chief will clear pad of unnecessary personnel and direct the aircrew to perform Hellfire missile inventory and seeker head checks. SAFETY (Personnel will not look directly into the hand-held laser simulator.)

10.  Upon completion of Hellfire checks Pad chief will connect the M230 Gun cannon Plug and ensure the breach door is secured.  He will remove the ejector rack safety pins, wheel chalks and remove the grounding cable.

11.  Pad chief informs aircrew that aircraft is loaded and then disconnects wing commo and clears the Pad.

SAFEING / CLEARING PROCEDURES
1.  Aircraft arrive at Pad  SAFETY (personnel will not ground guide aircraft to pad)

2.  Anti-Collision Lights (OFF)  Pilots are required to safe all armament switches prior to turning off the Anti-Collision Lights.  SAFETY ( do not approach aircraft until the anti-collision lights have been turned off)

3.  Pad Chief will walk behind aircraft to check for wing stores ammunition. SAFETY ( All FARP personnel will clear the tail rotor area by a distance of no less than 30 feet whether the aircraft is running or not.)

4.  Grounding cable / wheel chalks / and ejector rack safety pins are installed.  Pad Chief establishes wing commo with crew  to determine if any problems exist. 

5.  Pad Chief will disconnect M230 gun cannon plug. SAFETY (Personnel moving around aircraft will not walk in front of any weapon system.  ALL WEAPONS ARE CONSIDERED LOADED ON THE FARP)

6.  Pad Chief and Armament Team will download aircraft as required: 

a.  {Hellfire Missile downloading if required} The Armament Team will download the Hellfire missiles from the aircraft’s left side first and immediately return the missile to it’s serial numbered shipping container. SAFETY ( Unload missiles from outboard rails to inboard rails. )  SAFETY  ( Hellfire missiles require a two person lift and downloading.)  CAUTION  (Personnel must be careful not to handle the missile by the steering fins as they may cause damage.  Personnel must protect the seeker head from damage and not place their hands on the seeker head)

b.  Download 2.75 rockets. The Armament Team will download the 2.75 rockets.  Rocket grounding rings must be reinstalled as the rocket is removed from the tube. The rings are designed to slide on the rocket as it is removed from the tube.  SAFETY ( Unload all rockets from outboard tubes to inboard tubes so as not to place yourself in front of the system.) 

c.  Download M230 Gun. The Armament Team can begin downloading of the M230 gun upon completion of left side wing stores clearing/safeing.   SAFETY (Personnel will insure the M230 gun cannon plug is not connected. ) SAFETY ( Ammunition containers and up/down loaders are heavy and may require a two person lift.) NOTE  ( For re-fuel operations prior to mission re-loading only the M230 Gun cannon plug needs to be disconnected. )

d.  Safe M230 Gun.  To ensure the removal of all ammunition from the M230 Gun carriers the Pad chief will run the downloader for a period of no less than 2 minutes after all ammunition has been downloaded .  NOTE  (An aircrew member is needed to observe the next step. )

e.  To ensure the  M230 Gun is cleared of all ammunition the Pad Chief will open the breach door and have an aircrew member observe 3 complete cycles of the bolt carrier group. 

7.  Upon completion of clearing/safeing aircraft Pad chief will secure the M230 Gun cannon Plug and ensure the breach door is secured.  He will clear the pad of all unnecessary personnel.  He will remove the ejector rack safety pins, wheel chalks and remove the grounding cable.

8.  Pad chief informs aircrew that aircraft is cleared/safed and then disconnects wing commo and clears the Pad.
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
