The server location is in Washington, D.C. and is maintained for your benefit.  Access to this email address is open to anyone involved in aviation ground support equipment and is a free flow of information.

This is a closed list, and only those who are subscribed and authorized to view archived messages, or to post or receive notes sent to the list.  This is also an unclassified list, of course; so all content of the messages must remain unclassified.

To register and get on the subscriber server, or to be removed from the list, you need to do the following:

2.  The individual will receive confirmation of their registration.
